
Fire Risk Assessment

Lighthouse Studios

All common parts , hallways and stairs need to be kept clear of rubbish, debris and combustible materials  such as packaging  - furniture ect. At all times . These form part of escape routes and must be kept clear.

Refuse must be taken to the refuse point in the car park  located at the rear of the building, and not left outside your studio. 

It s prohibited to use gas cylinders and/or any other combustible medium in your studio for any purpose,  any flammable liquids like white spirit must be stored in the appropriate containers and in a place suitable for the same so as not to cause a risk away from sunlight or  an ignitable source.

You must assess what are the potential dangers that could cause a fire in your studio and  take measures to minimise them, keeping your studio clean and in an orderly state helps.

 You should familiarize yourself  & your guests with the routes needed to  be used in the event of a fire, most studios have more than one entrance/exit.  Usually the one you use to enter would be the normal route of escape in the event of a fire. 

Familiarize yourself  with the fire alarm points and equipment. We do not suggest you put yourself at risk should a fire occur but we do expect you to sound the alarm, then call 999 fire department and report the incident. In the event of a fire everyone needs to be notified -  shouting  FIRE !!!, is a good idea 

All incidents however trivial need to be reported to the Office as a record must be kept. If there is anything that you feel poses a risk please bring it to my attention.

No vehicles must be kept overnight in the car parks. Parking is only permitted  within the bays with a valid permit.
